Wages

For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 6:23)

In the Name + of Jesus. Amen. Do you like your wages? Is it a “minimum wage” job, the kind that maybe
gives you some spending money but hardly pays your bills? Still, nothing says you've worked hard like that
paycheck at the end of the week! Your wages are what you earn. You work. You get paid. You clock in.
Clock out. Collect the big bucks! St. Paul calls death the wages of sin. We've worked for death. Our unbelief
and hostility to God; our lack of love and concern for others. The very sin we're conceived and born with
added to all the sins we've actually done. What have we earned? Death!

How to get away from death? How to get forgiveness? Well, it doesn't work the reverse way. You can't do
enough good to earn something other than hell. You can't do nice things to other people and go sit in church
every week to earn something on the plus side. They can dock your pay at work to pay for the equipment that
you broke, but you can't have any earnings deducted to get you into heaven. No, all your sin earns is death
and your good works don't earn anything at all.

But God is not in the business of paying you for what you do. He's in the business of paying His Son for what
you have done. Jesus, on the cross, gets what you earned. He cashes the paycheck of your sins by His death
on the cross. And you? You are given a gift. Salvation. Eternal life. You didn't earn it. You didn't work for it.
You didn't deserve it. But it's yours because Christ has claimed your wages!

Instead you get life. Forgiveness. Salvation. A heavenly Father. You get the water of Baptism and the words
of absolution and the body and blood of the Son of God. These are gifts. They aren't yours because you're
qualified or worked hard. They're yours because you are loved in Jesus Christ and because He gives them
freely as a gift. That way, you'll never think those silly thoughts that somehow you could earn God's love. It
is given to you freely as a gift. That's the difference between us and the Lord. We earn what we've got
coming. But the Lord doesn't give us that. He gives us as a gift what Christ has accomplished and earned for
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us. In the Name of Jesus. Amen.

The gifts Christ freely gives He gives to you and me to be His Church, His bride, His chosen, saved and free!
Saints blest with these rich gifts are children who proclaim that they were won by Christ and cling to His
strong name.
