PASTOR’S The Joy of Your Salvation

Tis the season of joy and celebration. Our world is getting ready for Christmas,
with its decorations, parties, and gifts of course. But in the midst of the external
decorations of our home, work and even church, what about the internal joy
within us. Usually we want to cover up the inner pain that is within us and that
usually feeds our motivation for the external distractions. So we tend to get
wrapped up in the season, instead of facing what is inside.

However, God through the prophet Jeremiah has a different plan. God knows our heart and knows our pains
and struggles. He tells us, “For thus says the Lord: Your hurt is incurable, and your wound is grievous. There is
none to uphold your cause, no medicine for your wound, no healing for you.” (Jeremiah 30:12-13)

God isn't going to focus our attention to our pain just to make us feel worse in this season of joy, but He
unwraps our defenses so that He can bring healing. “For I will restore health to you, and your wounds I will
heal, declares the Lord,” (Jeremiah 30:17)

The healing of our brokenness from the Son He sends on Christmas, Jesus the Christ. It is Christ who takes our
brokenness and pain from the manger to the cross, and becomes pain and brokenness for us. As a result we are
healed. We are healed when we receive His broken body and blood shed we receive Him in the Lord's Supper.
We are healed when His precious Word is spoken to us.

all our ills of flesh and soul. (Savior of the Nations, Come LSB 332 stanza 6)

So we put on the decoration and prepare for the celebration of the birth of our Savior Jesus Christ, and we trust
in His healing that bring to us the “Joy of our Salvation” (Psalm 51:12), where trust and joy is given.
