PRESCHOOL  
 
Three (3) sessions available: 
 
AM Preschool   3 year olds  
Tues. and  Thurs.,  9:00-11:30 a.m. 
 
AM Preschool  4/5 year olds 
Mon - Wed - Friday,  9:00-11:30 a.m.  
 
Programs are based on developmental practices of 
socialization and hands-on approach, with a 
learning readiness experience. 
 
Preschool Plus Program 
Program meets one-half  hour extra, 8:30 - 9:00 
a.m.

PROGRAM GUIDELINES 
 
REGISTRATION PROCEDURE 
 
A registration fee (non-refundable) is due upon 
application for enrollment in any program. All 
enrollment forms, including the certificate of 
health examination, must be completed and signed 
before your child begins the program. 
 
PAYMENT 
Payment for the Preschool Program is due the first 
day of the month. Payments for the Daycare/ 
Kindergarten Daycare  Programs are due on the 
Friday of the week prior to your child's attendance. 
We are fully staffed daily, therefore, there are no 
refunds for absences. 
 
ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL 
Upon arrival, parents must accompany their child 
as they wash their hands prior to entering the 
classroom. The child is then brought directly into 
the classroom so that the teacher is aware of the 
child's presence. When the child is picked up, the 
parent is expected to check the child's locker/
cubby for notes and take-home items. The parent 
will then check with the teacher and sign the child 
out. 
The child is welcome in the Center five minutes 
prior to the start of each session and should be 
picked up promptly at the time of closing.
